A researcher, in response to my question about the death certificate of John B. Akers not being filed until 31 October 1910, almost two months after death and burial  says "I saw John B. Akers death record.  I understand the undertaker signed the death papers (lots of times) at the cemetery.  The undertaker would often collect several death certificates before he would get to the county seat to file them.  It was by horse or horse and buggy that everyone would travel.  Often it took all day to go ten to twelve miles.  Camp Springs is about 20 miles from Snyder.  It is also about 20 miles from Roscoe in Nolan County.  Roscoe is about 30 miles from Shyder."  and on the subject of them being listed in two county census at the same time "It is not unusual to find a family listed in two counties due that the census taker didn't realize he had crossed county lines"

"I ran the 1910 census for Nolan County and found a listing for a family which might be the one for which you are searching.  Minta D. Akers, was listed as head of a household.  She was a 68 year old widow, who was a hotel keeper.  The census showed that she had two unmarried daughters living in her household.  The first was listed as Mary M., age 23, who was a stenographer in a law office.  The second daughter, Myrtle M. (I believe this is what the name is, the film is almost illegible) age 23, listed as a cook in the hotel.  The name of the hotel was shown, but was not readable, but did start with an A so it probably was the Akers Hotel. "

While not fully recovered from the stroke she was much improved and was able to be up and around in her home.  She became critically ill the latter part of the week and passed away at her home here Sunday afternoon





Notes for JOHN ROBERT WILSON:


John Robert and Ida Mary Wilson came to Hooker (Oklahoma) in 1905 by train from Roanoke County, VA, bringing seven children: May, Charles, Sylvia, Frank, Guy, Leroy and Ira.  Four more children were born in Hooker:  Ottie, Alva, Ina and Elaine.  John built a home in the southeast part of town which then seemed to be in the country.  There were no real roads, just ruts, no fences, just prairie as far as one could see.  The family had a good water well with a windmill and two large water tanks.  Abie (Alva) remembers wagon trains coming from the east and stopping at their place to water the mules and oxen.  There was not charge for the water and visiting with the people was a real treat.





The Wilsons had a nice orchard, a large garden, two milk cows and many chickens.  Also, they raised hogs and a beef each year for butchering.  John worked for the railroad as a water pumper (steam power) along the line from Dalhart to Liveral.  In later years he carried the mail to and from the post office and railroad.  Ida worked very hard to raise such a large family, doing most of the gardening, canning and chicken raising.  She served as a midwife to people who couldn't afford a doctor, attending at the birth of over 300 babies without a doctor being present, and she assisted doctors with many more.  She also remade donated clothing for the needy and made many sprays of crepe paper flowers to decorate numerous graves on Memorial Day.  Surely she has a beautiful and bounteous home in heaven.





As the children grew older, they all worked to help make ends meet.  Charles learned telegraphy from A. D. Brawner and worked as a traveling telegrapher for several railroads.  Frank served in the army in WWI, Guy in the navy in WWII, and Ira in the army in WWII.





Abie remembers trainloads of canteloupes crated and shipped out.  Thousands of watermelons were threshed for the seed.  He recalls the dust storms and desolation of the dirty thirties.  A general call on the telephone would let everyone talk at the same time.  Live chickens were shipped out, several railroad cars full at a time.  Several hundred 10 gallon cans of cream were shipped out weekly.  Picking turkeys and chickens and packing them in wooden barrels for shipment was a chore.





Hooker's main street would be filled with model T cars and horses and buggies.  People came in from the country in wagons, stayed overnight in the wagon yard, shopped and visited, went to church on Sunday.  --Alva Wilson for the Hooker Memories Book.
